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» Inform the people around you in a loud voice
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- Scream out “Kajida! (Fire)” in a loud voice. It's important to inform the people around you.
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- If family members are in the house, work together with them to report the fire or to extinguish it.
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- In you live alone, inform your neighbors and ask
them to help you report the fire or extinguish it.
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Secure an evacuation route!
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Check the state of the evacuation route on a
daily basis

- If you decide to extinguish the fire, stay calm and keep safe, determine the direction of evacuation,
and check your surroundings for escape routes, etc.
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- If you cannot extinguish the fire, the fire extinguisher is empty, or the flames have reached up to the

ceiling, make the decision to flee as soon as possible.
